Auditing a Course

What does auditing a course mean?

Auditing a course allows a student to take a class without benefit of a grade or credit for the course. A
student who audits a course does not officially register for the course. The course is offered only on a
space-available basis with the approvals of both the instructor of the course and the dean of the college

offering the course. A permit to audit must be completed and returned to the Office of the University
Registrar by the last day of Drop/Add.

Why should a student audit a course?
Since an audited course provides no credit and no grade, students can audit a course for purposes of
self-enrichment and academic exploration. There is no penalty when students attempt to broaden their

academic base.

How does a student audit a course?

The form, Permit to Audit a Course, may be obtained at any time from the Office of the University
Registrar in 222 Criser Hall. After the form is completed and the required two signatures (instructor
and dean of the college offering the course) are obtained, the student takes the form to Universi-{y
Financial Services, 113 Criser Hall, to pay course fees. Course fees for audited courses are paid
separately from courses for credit, although the fees themselves are based on the level and number of
credits for each course and are the same fee rates as courses for credit. After fees are paid, the student

returns the completed permit to the Registrar Information Counter in 222 Criser Hall for processing.

Special Conditions That Apply to Audited Courses
Students who audit a course for continuing education units (CEUs) are advised that CEUs will NOT
appear on their transcript. The instructor awards CEUs based on an evaluation of the student's

participation in the course. One CEU is equivalent to one credit hour.

Students with questions regarding other conditions that apply to audited courses must refer to their

college dean's office, which is responsible for advising students of the conditions that apply to auditing

a course.

Free Course Enroliment for Residents Age 60 and Over
Florida residents aged sixty and older who successfully apply to audit a course can receive a waiver for
payment of course fees. This completed form, including the signatures of the instructor of the course

and a representative of the college offering the course, and proof of'age and residency should be

returned to 222 Criser Hall by the last day of Drop/Add.
